Pesticides release Carbon Dioxide into atmosphere

Potatoes, as plants, take in Carbon Dioxide but when picked, Carbon Dioxide is released.
Carbon Dioxide is released from vehicles

Machines used release Carbon Dioxide
Planes release Carbon Dioxide
More transportation release Carbon Dioxide

Cooking machines release more Carbon Dioxide
Gas contains Carbon Dioxide which is released when the fire is lit

The cooking releases CO2 from the gas used to create the flame of the fire

The plants that make the oil are picked which means there are fewer plants to take in Carbon Dioxide for photosynthesis.
In respiration, Carbon Dioxide is released.
